Jesus said to his disciples: “Do not let your hearts be
troubled. You have faith in God; have faith also in me. In
my Father’s house there are many dwelling places,” in
today’s gospel.

These words of Jesus should give us hope and faith in
these Easter days. That unity of relationship of Jesus and
His Father is one that Jesus wants us to share in, so much
so that he promises to go and prepare a place for each one
us, so that where he is, we also might be. That is a special
gift that Jesus promises. It does mean, that like Thomas,
we must find our way to Jesus who is the way, the truth,
and the life.

CHAPTER ONE - | BELIEVE IN GOD THE FATHER
198
Our profession of faith begins with God, for God isthe
First and the Last,? the beginning and the end of
everything. The Credo begins with God the Father, for the
Father isthe first divine person of the Most Holy Trinity;
our Creed begins with the creation of heaven and earth, for
creation is the beginning and the foundation of all God's
works.

ARTICLE 1

"1 BELIEVE IN GOD THE FATHER ALMIGHTY,
CREATOR OF HEAVEN AND EARTH"

Paragraph 1.1 Believein God

199 "l believein God": thisfirst affirmation of the
Apostles' Creed is also the most fundamental. The whole
Creed speaks of God, and when it also speaks of man and
of the world it does so in relation to God. The other
articles of the Creed al depend on the first, just asthe
remaining Commandments make the first explicit. The
other articles help us to know God better as he revealed
himself progressively to men. "The faithful first profess
their belief in God."*

[."1 Believein One God"

200 These are the words with which the Niceno-
Constantinopolitan Creed begins. The confession of God's
oneness, which hasits rootsin the divine revelation of the
Old Covenant, isinseparable from the profession of God's
existence and is equally fundamental. God is unique; there
isonly one God: "The Christian faith confesses that God is
onein nature, substance, and essence."®

201 To Israel, his chosen, God revealed himself asthe
only One: "Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one
LORD; and you shall love the LORD your God with all
your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your
might."# Through the prophets, God calls Israel and all
nations to turn to him, the one and only God: "Turn to me
and be saved, all the ends of the earth! For | am God, and
thereisno Other. . . . To me every knee shall bow, every
tongue shall swear. ‘Only in the LORD, it shall be said of
me, are righteousness and strength."2

202  Jesus himself affirmsthat God is "the one Lord"
whom you must love "with all your heart, and with all
your soul, and with al your mind, and with all your
strength."® At the same time Jesus gives us to understand
that he himself is"the Lord."” To confess that Jesusis
Lord isdistinctive of Christian faith. Thisis not contrary
to belief in the One God. Nor does believing in the Holy
Spirit as"Lord and giver of life" introduce any division
into the One God: We firmly believe and confess without
reservation that there is only one true God, eternal, infinite
(immensus) and unchangeable, incomprehensible,
almighty, and ineffable, the Father and the Son and the
Holy Spirit; three persons indeed, but one essence,
substance or nature entirely simple2
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
