A reflection from the Pastor 
 
 

"Come away by yourselves to a deserted place 
and rest a while," Jesus in today’s gospel.  
There is no doubt that the early apostles walked 
a tough road.  People were coming to them, so 
much so they didn’t even have time to eat.  
Jesus, seeing their need, taught them to make 
time for themselves and for the Lord, even in 
ministry-especially in ministry. 
 
We can become so consumed by our work, by 
our family, by our lives, that we don’t make 
time to just rest and be still.  Jesus invites us to 
do that, not at the expense of family, self, or 
work, but rather to enhance our service of 
himself. 
 
At this time, the Holy Father, Pope Benedict is 
on vacation – but it doesn’t mean that he is free 
from the press, from praying, from thinking 
about saving souls.  But he is taking time to rest 
from the Vatican, and we pray that he is 
refreshed by these weeks of vacation. 
 
Many of us may say that it is hard to get away, 
too expensive, or the like.  But if we want it, we 
must sacrifice and make it happen.  Ultimately, 
to help to continue to build up God’s kingdom.  
Your time, may come in the few moments you 
have alone during the morning hours, or on a 
weekend.  Make them count and plan a day of 
rest and relaxation, as these summer days 
afford.
