But, as the 
Victoria Community Center must be booked in advance by two years, this year the date is the 
same as ours.  At this point it would be difficult to change our date, the only possibility would 
be to moving it one week earlier (23rd).

move it later, as the first weekend in May is First Communion Sunday, and the second weekend 
is Mother’s Day and Confirmation as well.
